With 220 dairy cows and working parlour, beef cows, pigs and turkeys you are sure to see lots 
of animals and with lots going on you can learn about the day to day workings of a farmer and 
what he does. There is a milking parlour where you will learn about milking, although not see 
much in action unless you want to visit at 6am! They also have lots of young stock to rear and 
pigs and seasonally they have turkeys who make the best noises!  

They have a lovely woodland that you get to wonder around and find out what wildlife lives 
on the farm, learn about habitats and have a play. 

You will learn about where our food comes from and with a farm shop a mile up the road  
where they sell their produce along with local produce which you can visit at the end of the 
day you will get a real and true prospective of the journey that is farm to plate.
